Gigantic rangoli feat to promote voter enrolment

Clear picture of revision of voter lists to emerge by November-end 

The vast banks of the Krishna at the Pavitra Sangamam, 
confluence point with the Godavari in Ibrahimpatnam, turned 
into a huge canvas with a message to youth on Tuesday. 

“Enrol as a voter.” The message written on 4,66,279 sq. ft. 
was loud and clear. It was aimed at promoting enrolment 
under the Systematic Voters’ Education and Electoral 
Participation (SVEEP) programme. 

For the district administration to beat the record of painting 
rangoli in 4.2 lakh sq. ft. in 50 minutes at Mirzapur in Uttar 
Pradesh, it took the contribution of over 1,200 volunteers 
including students and government employees. At the stroke 
of 10.35 am, volunteers positioned in each of the the 120 
designated rectangular blocks, into which the entire area of 
4.66 lakh square feet was demarcated, began picking up the 



salt in buckets and trolleys and spread the same on the land. 
Precisely half an hour later, the canvas turned into blue 
featuring India’s map, the symbol of the Election 
Commission within it and the message. 

“It was not meant to merely break a record but an 
exercise to draw the attention of youth eligible to vote 
and also existing voters to enrol and cast valuable votes 
in the coming elections,” said Chief Electoral Officer 
R.P. Sisodia who witnessed the feat. 

He said the aim was to improve the electoral population 
ratio in the State. About revision of voters lists Mr. 
Sisodia said the survey was going on and a clear picture 
would emerge by the end of November. 

Collector leads 
Collector B. Lakshmikantham, who led the 
campaign, said the event found a place in the India 
Book of Records as the ‘Largest rangoli for voter 
enrolment’. About 2,500 people took part. 

In Krishna, 32 lakh of the 47 lakh population have 
the right to vote and so far 31.51 lakh have 
enrolled. In the past two months 1.40 lakh people 
have enrolled and the target will be met by October 
31, the last day for enrolment, Mr. 
Lakshmikantham said. Joint Collectors Vijaya 
Krishnan and P. Babu Rao, Vijayawada Municipal 
Commissioner J. Nivas, DCP (Crimes) B.
